After the breal, the sclentific part of the Sympo-
siam took part, The first lecture on lodine prophylaxis
in Croatia was held by academician Zvonko Kusié He
pointed out that our country, led by University Die-
partment of Oncology and Mudear Iedicine, Sestre
milesdnice University Hospital, as Eeference Cenfer
for Thyreid Diseases of the Iinistry of Health and
social Welfare of Republic of Croatia, has great and
successful experience in adequate lodine prophylaxis

'This was followed by lectures on iodine prophylaxis
in Europe presented by Professor Aldo Pinchera, io-
dine and pregnancy by Professor Daniel Glinoer, and
on the pitfalls of iodine overload through excess self
supplementation by Professor Sergej Hojker. After the
break, Dr. Tomislav Jukié¢ held a lecture on iodine in-
take during pregnancy in Croatia.
